Paschal Cycle 

 

Palm Sunday 

Blessed is He that cometh in the name of the Lord. God is the Lord and hath appeared 

unto us: 

Save us, O Son of God, Who didst sit upon the foal, as we sing to Thee: Alleluia.  

 

Holy Pascha 

In the churches bless ye God the Lord, from the springs of Israel: 

Save us, O Son of God, Who art risen from among the dead, as we sing to Thee: 

Alleluia.  

 

The Ascension 

God hath gone up in jubilation; the Lord with the voice of the trumpet: 

Save us, O Son of God, Who didst ascend in glory from us to heaven, as we sing to 

Thee: Alleluia.  

 

Pentecost 

Be Thou exalted, O Lord, in Thy strength. We will sing and chant of Thy mighty acts: 

Save us, O Good Comforter, as we sing to Thee: Alleluia.  

 

 

Festal Cycle 

 

September 14th  

The Universal Exaltation (Elevation) of the Life-creating Cross  

Exalt ye the Lord our God; and worship at His footstool, for He is holy: 

Save us, O Son of God, Who wast crucified in the flesh, as we sing to Thee: Alleluia. 

 

December 25th 

 The Nativity of Our Lord and God and Saviour Jesus Christ in the flesh 

Out of the womb, before the morning start, I have begotten Thee. The Lord hath sworn 

and will not repent. Thou art a Priest forever after the order of Melchizedek: 

Save us, O Son of God, Who wast born of a virgin, as we sing to Thee: Alleluia. 

 

 

 



January 1th 

The circumcision of Christ 

O come, let us worship and fall down before Christ our King and our God: 

Save us, O Son of God, Who wast circumcised in the flesh, as we sing to Thee: 

Alleluia. 

 

January 6th 

The Theophany (Epiphany) of Our Lord and God and Saviour Jesus Christ 

Blessed is He that cometh in the name of the Lord. God is the Lord and He hath 

appeared unto us: 

Save us, O Son of God, Who was baptized by John in the Jordan, as we sing to Thee: 

Alleluia. 

 

February 2nd 

The Meeting of Our Lord Jesus Christ in the Temple 

The Lord hath made known His salvation; in the sight of the nations hath He revealed 

His righteousness: 

Save us, O Son of God, Who wast born in the arms of righteous Simeon, as we sing to 

Thee: Alleluia.  

 

March 25th 

The Annunciation to the Most-holy Theotokos 

From day to day proclaim the salvation of our God: 

Save us, O Son of God, Who wast incarnate for us, as we sing to Thee: Alleluia.  

 

August 6th 

The Transfiguration of Our Lord and God and Saviour Jesus Christ  

With Thee is the fountain of life, and in Thy light shall we see light: 

Save us, O Son of God, Who wast transfigured on Mount Tabor, as we sing to Thee: 

Alleluia.  

 

On Week Days  

O come, let us worship and fall down before Christ our King and our God:
